Executive Order 12250 Coordination Responsibility

Charges the Department of Justice with ensuring the consistent and effective
implementation of Title VI and other civil rights laws.

The Attorney General delegated 12250 authority to the DOJ Civil Rights Division,
which is a function of the Federal Coordination and Compliance Section (FCS).

The Title VI Coordination Regulations impart record-keeping and interagency
coordination obligations on agencies, facilitated and guided by FCS.

ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE

Executive Order No. 12898, Federal Actions to Address
Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and Low- Income
Populations, requires that Federal agencies identify the effects
of their actions on the human health or environment of low-
income and minority populations and address any adverse

effects.
